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Here is a draft summary of facilities as being developed with council officers. This is NOT a finalised list by any means but it does show that all current facilities would be retained within the new development and we would also gain a fitness suite/dance studio (‘dance studio’ being more a name than a function as such indicating a sprung floor).

Consideration of Arcadia is not included in the development yet until community consultation has progressed further and a decision has been made regarding location – whether this is to be integrated with the new build or re-located just up the road on Mount Road.

Pool1

25m x 15m six lanes

Disabled access via platform lift or hoist/pod

Pool surrounds viewing provision

Pool 2

20m x 10m

Flexible viewing or private provision

Disabled access via platform lift or hoist/pod

Pool surrounds viewing provision

Changing (Wet)

Accessible unisex change units, lockers, showers, toilets, and baby change units including accessible unisex family cabins, with single and double changing cabins.

LEA group changing rooms to facilitate school use (4 x 18 children). 
Assisted/Hygiene Changing Suite to accommodate user / carer needs preferably with direct poolside access.
Discrete changing provision to allow for privacy and access to 2nd pool.

Vanity area and storage for push chairs / wheel chairs in unisex change area.

Changing (Dry)

To service dance studio and gym provision

Accessible male and female changing with lockers, toilets, shower facilities.

Health and Fitness

Gym, Sauna & Steam Room
60 Stations, approx 200m2. 
Meeting Sport England’s design guidance notes for equipment requirements. 
Possible poolside or external view.
12 person Sauna and Steam rooms of comparable capacity to existing facilities.

Community Meeting Room and Fitness Room/Dance Studio

100m2 of flexible space with loose furniture to serve community meetings and fitness classes.

Library

Specifications to be confirmed but to be a flexible facility (approximately 300m2) with a shared reception and modular shelving to deliver the same range of services already available on a larger scale at district libraries.

Will include multiple computing points and wifi.

Arcadia
